The service left the NHS in 2011 to become an independent Social Enterprise, affording the organisation more freedom to offer its services in a way that best suits the needs of the service users. 

CHUMS is a CYP-IAPT compliant service and has been successful in setting up an early intervention service which comprises a large CYP-IAPT training hub. We have Family Wellbeing Teams in each of our localities, where the IAPT trainees are placed. We have the opportunity to extend the team to include Recruit to Train places between our Central Bedfordshire, Bedford Borough and Luton localities. 

These posts are for the specific modalities of ASC (Autistic Spectrum Conditions) and LD (Learning Disabilities), in relation to CYP-IAPT and low-moderate mental health presentations. The PG Dip in CYP IAPT Therapy (ASC/LD Module) starts in January 2021 and will be completed over 1 year. Students will study their ASC/LD Modules alongside Core Skills Modules. Students will be required to attend university regularly each week (expected Monday and Tuesdays). The remaining time in role will be spent working clinically within your service with children, young people with ASC and/or LD, their families, schools and wider systems.
The ideal candidates will have a background in a core profession or extensive experience as a CAMHS practitioner, as well as some experience of working with children and young people up to the age of 18 with a range of mild to moderate mental health difficulties, either individually or in groups.  The head office is in the grounds of Wrest Park, Silsoe. Due to the pandemic some of the teaching will incorporate blended learning (subject to change), as well as remote working for clinical cases until we return to community working. 
These posts form an exciting opportunity for collaborative working, alongside the Neurodevelopmental teams within ELFT (East London NHS Foundation Trust) CAMHS, the Children’s Development Centres within CCS (Cambridgeshire NHS Community Services) and CHUMS for Tier 2 mental health and emotional wellbeing. The practitioners will have access to their own caseloads, clinical supervsion from specialists in their fields, as well as opportunities in those collaboration sites to form an extensive learning experience with great career opportunities.
