We have the opportunity to extend the team to include 7 further trainee CWP places between our Central Bedfordshire & Bedford Borough and Luton localities. These are training posts to provide support to children and young people with mild to moderate mental health difficulties.  

The ideal candidates will have an undergraduate degree (psychology or similar), as well as some experience of working with children and young people up to the age of 18 with a range of mild to moderate mental health difficulties, either individually or in groups.  The head office is in the grounds of Wrest Park, Silsoe. Post holders will be required to travel across the geography.
